The total oil discharged during these two months amounted to 0,222 t (dispersed oil: 0,074 t, dissolved oil: 0,147 t). In order to allow comparisons with subsequent years and an evaluation of progress towards the reduction target, the oil discharge was extrapolated to the full year by multiplying the reported two-months-amounts by 6.
