OSLO AND PARIS CONVENTIONS FOR THE PREVENTION OF MARINE POLLUTION

JOINT MEETING OF THE OSLO AND PARIS COMMISSIONS

OSLO: 17 - 21 JUNE 1996

PARCOM Decision 96/2 on the Phasing-Out of Processes Using Molecular Chlorine (Cl2) in the Bleaching of Kraft and Sulphite Pulp
RECALLING Article 1(2) of the Convention for the Prevention of Marine Pollution from Land‑Based Sources (“Paris Convention”) in which Contracting Parties undertake to adopt measures to combat marine pollution from land-based sources;

RECALLING that the Final Declaration of the Ministerial Meeting of the Oslo and Paris Commissions, 1992 states that discharges and emissions of substances which are toxic, persistent and liable to bioaccumulate, in particular organohalogen substances, and which could reach the marine environment should, regardless of their anthropogenic source, be reduced, by the year 2000, to levels that are not harmful to man or nature with the aim of their elimination;

RECALLING that the 1995 Action Plan of the Oslo and Paris Commissions calls for the adoption of further measures, including the application of best available techniques and best environmental practice, for the reduction or elimination of inputs to the maritime area from the pulp and paper industry;

RECOGNISING that the production of bleached kraft and sulphite pulp is the main source of inputs of organohalogen substances to the maritime area from the pulp and paper industry;

RECOGNISING that the phasing-out of processes using molecular chlorine in the bleaching of kraft and sulphite pulp will reduce the inputs of organohalogen substances to the maritime area from the pulp and paper industry;

Contracting Parties to the Convention for the Prevention of Marine Pollution from Land-Based Sources DECIDE that:

1.
Programmes and Measures

1.1
Processes using molecular chlorine (Cl2) in the bleaching of kraft and sulphite pulp shall be phased-out
.

2.
Entry into Force

2.1
The requirement under 1.1 shall apply to all mills commencing operation on or after 1 January 1997. For mills in operation before 1 January 1997 the requirement under 1.1 shall be attained by 1 January 1998.

3.
Implementation Reports
3.1
Implementation reports on this Decision should be submitted to OSPAR via the appropriate Working Group by:

a.
1998 for all mills commencing operation on or after 1 January 1997; and

b.
1999 for mills in operation before 1 January 1997. 

When reporting, the format as set out in the Appendix should be used to the extent possible.
