PARCOM RECOMMENDATION 88/1

OF 17 JUNE 1988

ON MEASURES TO REDUCE ORGANOTIN COMPOUNDS

REACHING THE AQUATIC ENVIRONMENT THROUGH DOCKING ACTIVITIES

1.
Recognizing that PARCOM Recommendation 87/1 on the use of tributyl-tin compounds states, inter alia, that Contracting Parties should consider restrictions on the use of organotin compounds in anti-fouling paints for use on sea-going vessels and for underwater structures;

2.
Recognizing that a ban on organotin compounds for use on sea-going vessels at this moment may not be achievable for economic reasons; and taking notice of the fact that the use of TBT paints on sea-going vessels is to be referred to IMO;

3.
CONTRACTING PARTIES AGREE;

-
to develop procedures and technology aiming at a reduction of the amount of organotins reaching the aquatic environment because of docking activities (sand-blasting etc.);

-
to stimulate the implementation of these procedures and technology;

-
to report back to the Paris Commission in 1990 on the measures they have taken to implement this Recommendation.
