In discussion, several delegations expressed their support for the principle of the UK proposal. A number of delegations informed the Commission that since the meeting of TWG they had been able to lift their initial reservations. After discussion, the Commission adopted PARCOM Recommendation 87/1 on the use of Tributyl-tin compounds (Annex 6). The Portuguese delegation had no objection in principle to this Recommendation. However, it reported that consultations which had been carried out in its country regarding this matter had not yet produced any results.

PARCOM Recommendation 87/1

of 3 June 1987

on the Use of Tributyl-Tin Compounds

1.
The Paris Commission recognizes that the use of tributyl-tin compounds as an anti-foulant in paints for use on boats, ships, underwater structures and fish net cages is causing serious pollution in the inshore areas of the Convention waters.

2.
Contracting Parties agree to take effective steps without delay to eliminate such pollution and to report the actions they have taken to the Tenth Meeting of the Commission.

3.
Such actions should, as a first step, include a ban on the retail sale or the use of organotin paints for pleasure boats and fish net cages.

4.
Additionally, Contracting Parties should consider the following possible measures:

-
Restrictions on the use of organotin compounds in anti-fouling paints for the use on sea-going vessels and for underwater structure;

-
Adoption of a quality standard for organotin compounds in coastal and marine waters.
