The Commission agreed that Contracting Parties should assess the possibilities of taking action on the following additional sources of mercury pollution:

(i)
analytical laboratories (e.g. Kjeldahl analyses for nitrogen and chemical oxygen demand analyses (C.O.D.));

(ii)
manufacturers of mercury compounds;

(iii)
factories using mercury as a catalyst;

(iv)
electrical equipment and instruments;

(v)
products manufactured by the chlor-alkali industry, e.g. sodium hydroxide.

It was agreed that the measures being taken nationally to reduce mercury pollution should be discussed at the next meeting of TWG and thereafter at intervals of 4 years.
