PARCOM RECOMMENDATION 91/5

OF 20 JUNE 1991

ON THE DISPOSAL OF RADIOACTIVE WASTES INTO

SUB-SEABED REPOSITORIES ACCESSED FROM LAND

BEARING IN MIND the objective as stated in Article 1 of the Paris Convention, to take all possible steps to prevent pollution of the sea from land-based sources;

HAVING REGARD to the objectives of Article 5 of the Paris Convention, to adopt measures to forestall and, as appropriate, eliminate pollution of the maritime area from land-based sources by radioactive substances;

RECOGNIZING PARCOM Recommendation 89/1 to adopt the principle of precautionary action;

RECALLING discussions at previous meetings of the Paris Commission and the decision of the 13th Consultative Meeting of the London Dumping Convention that the disposal of radioactive wastes in repositories constructed in bedrock under the seabed and accessed from land did not constitute dumping under the terms of the London Dumping Convention;

The Contracting Parties to the Paris Convention for the Prevention of Marine Pollution from Land-Based Sources:

AGREE 

1.
that the disposal of radioactive waste in repositories constructed in bedrock under the seabed and accessed from land constitutes a potential land-based source of marine pollution and therefore the Paris Commission has the competence to consider such developments;

2.
to take account of the relevant recommendations of other competent international organizations.
