MONITORING OF DUMPING GROUNDS

At its Fifteenth Meeting (Dublin, 1989) the Commission agreed certain measures on the frequency of monitoring dumping grounds.  These are in addition to the specific monitoring guidelines which are contained elsewhere in Part F of this Manual.

Monitoring of Dumping Grounds for Dredged Material
1.1
At its Fifteenth Meeting (Dublin, 1989), the Commission endorsed SACSA's conclusions (OSCOM

15/11/1, § 6.7):



.1
that the monitoring frequency for dredged material dumping grounds has to be decided on a case by case basis;



.2
that there is currently no need for a standardized report format for reports on the monitoring of such dumping activities;



.3
that Contracting Parties should inform SACSA at biennial intervals on the current state of their monitoring of dumping grounds for dredged materials.  The statements should include information on:



-
hydrographical conditions of the dumping ground;



-
areas receiving material transported from the dumping grounds, to the fullest extent possible;



-
practical monitoring constraints.

In cases where Contracting Parties do not monitor dredged material dumping grounds, they should inform SACSA about their reasons;

that Contracting Parties should submit to the Secretariat by 30 September each year any reports on the monitoring of dumping grounds which have become available by that date in order to allow the Secretariat to update its overview of reports on the monitoring of dumping grounds.

Monitoring of Dumping Grounds for Sewage Sludge
2.1
At its Fifteenth Meeting (Dublin, 1989), the Commission took note that in SACSA's view, the monitoring of sewage sludge dumping grounds was adequate.

2.2

The Commission endorsed SACSA's conclusions:


.1
that it was not appropriate to have reports at a specified frequency.  However, Contracting Parties should make statements at biennial intervals on the current state of their monitoring of dumping grounds for sewage sludges;



.2
that the statements should include, where appropriate and available, information on:



-
hydrographical conditions of the dumping ground;



-
areas receiving material transported from the dumping ground;



-
practical monitoring constraints;



.3
that Contracting Parties should submit the relevant information to the Secretariat for the first time by 31 December 1990, for discussion at the SACSA meeting in 1991 (OSCOM 15/11/1, § 6.1).
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
