Agreement on those Parts of the OSPAR Maritime Area to which the

Comprehensive Procedure will be applied

(Reference Number: 2001-5)

1.
OSPAR adopted the Common Procedure for the Identification of the Eutrophication Status of the Maritime Area of the OSPAR Convention in September 1997 (OSPAR 97/15/1, Annex 24). This procedure comprises two steps. The first step is a Screening (“broad brush”) Procedure to identify areas which in practical terms are likely to be non-problem areas with regard to eutrophication. The second step is the Comprehensive (iterative) Procedure which should enable the classification of the maritime area in terms of problem areas, potential problem areas and non-problem areas with regard to eutrophication.

2.
Following the application of the Screening Procedure by those Contracting Parties who would not be applying the Comprehensive Procedure to all of their waters, OSPAR 2000 agreed that the following table 1 and figures 1 and 2 showed those parts of the OSPAR maritime area to which the Comprehensive Procedure would be applied by Contracting Parties.

3.
However, OSPAR acknowledged that in applying the Screening Procedure not all local areas of possible concern had been identified and that these areas would also need to be considered by Contracting Parties under the Comprehensive Procedure. Such local areas might at present be located in broader non‑problem areas already identified by the application of the “broad brush” technique of the Screening Procedure. Also such local areas of concern may have been identified by Contracting Parties through activities not related to the application of the Screening Procedure, such as those required by relevant EC Directives.

4.
The OSPAR Commission will invite Contracting Parties to complete the list of areas to which the Comprehensive Procedure shall apply in order to avoid discrepancy with local areas (included in the OSPAR maritime area) identified by the machinery of the European Community in the framework of the EC Directives (Nitrates, Urban Waste Water Directives)
, unless a scientific evaluation carried out by Contracting Parties shows that these areas do not need to be assessed under the Comprehensive Procedure.

5.

The OSPAR list and the related maps which present the areas subject to the Comprehensive Procedure shall be updated to take into account the areas (included in the OSPAR maritime area) identified according to paragraph 4 above, unless the scientific evaluation according to paragraph 4 shows that these areas do not need to be assessed under the Comprehensive Procedure.

6.

OSPAR 2001 agreed that all other parts of the OSPAR maritime area currently represented non-problem areas with regard to eutrophication.
