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Procedure for Committees to decide on issues of a technical or scientific nature and to adopt “other agreements” that have no budgetary consequences for OSPAR *
(reference number: 2000-17)

OSPAR 1995 agreed to mandate its Committees to make decisions on issues of a technical or scientific nature that have no budgetary consequences for OSPAR, i.e.:

a.
the content of technical or scientific reports to be published, following the procedure as set out in the procedure for publication of OSPAR reports (reference number 2001-13);

b
decisions to hold workshops under the auspices of OSPAR (to be organised and hosted by lead countries) on technical or scientific issues, taking into account the factors mentioned in the working procedures for workshops (reference number 2000-18);

c.
reporting requirements, procedures and formats;

d.
final conclusions on technical or scientific questions.
