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Deselection of Substances from the OSPAR List of Substances of Possible Concern and the OSPAR List of Chemicals for Priority Action

(Reference number: 2004-13)

1.
With a view to promoting transparency and the submission to OSPAR of further information on substances of possible concern, OSPAR 2002 agreed to publish on the OSPAR web site: the OSPAR List of Substances of Possible Concern (Reference number 2002-17).
2.
OSPAR 2002 furthermore agreed to mandate the Hazardous Substances Committee to take decisions on the inclusion of a substance in, or the deletion of a substance from the OSPAR List of Substances of Possible Concern. 

3.
HSC 2003 endorsed the deselection of the first four substances listed at Annex 1 from the List of Substances of Possible Concern. 

4. 
Following the scrutiny of data submitted by the industry and the re-evaluation of a number of substances against the Cut-Off Values for the Selection Criteria Used in the Initial Selection Procedure adopted by OSPAR 2001 (Reference number 2001-1), HSC 2004 agreed that the remaining 57 substances listed in Annex 1 should be removed from the OSPAR List of Substances of Possible Concern.

5.
In the light of this HSC agreed that: 

a.
the Secretariat should develop a link in the List of Substances of Possible Concern section of the OSPAR website to a list of substances which had been deselected since the publication of the list in August 2002 and should update this section of the website annually; and 

b.
the following steps should be taken to account for the deselection of substances belonging to groups of substances on the OSPAR List of Chemicals for Priority Action:

i)
the OSPAR List of Chemicals for Priority Action should be annotated to indicate that the substances were no longer considered to be a priority for action;

ii)
lead countries for the relevant groups should consider whether, and if so how, further work on the groups would be affected and report to SPDS 2004 on their considerations;

iii)
the deselection of these substances should be taken up in the next revision of the relevant background documents.

6.
HSC 2005 endorsed the recommendations of the IGE and agreed that seven substances listed in Annex 1 should be deselected from the List of Substances of Possible Concern. 
Deselection of substances from the OSPAR List of Chemicals for Priority Action

7.
OSPAR 2005 examined, and agreed to, a proposal from HSC to deselect 3 substances - hexachlorocyclopentadiene (HCCP), 4-tert-butyltoluene and triphenylphosphine - from the OSPAR List of Chemicals for Priority Action (reference number: 2004-12). Noting the background information provided by the Informal Group of DYNAMEC Experts (IGE) and HSC, and the need to make the reasoning behind the deselection publicly available, OSPAR 2005 agreed that the Secretariat should:

a.
remove the substances from the list of chemicals for priority action and add a footnote explaining why the substances had been deselected;

b.
carry out the necessary work for the revision of the OSPAR List of Substances of Possible Concern, the underlying fact sheets and the information given on the website on substances that have been deselected, and to move the Background Documents from the priority list section of the OSPAR website to its publication section.
8.
OSPAR 2007 agreed to deselect hexamethyldisiloxane (HMDS) (CAS No 107-46-0) from the List of Chemicals for Priority action since it is not a PBT substance.
Annex 1: Substances removed from the OSPAR List of Substances of Possible Concern and the OSPAR List of Chemicals for Priority Action

Following the expert review of additional data that has come forward, the Hazardous Substances Committee (HSC) has agreed to remove the following substances from the List of Substances of Possible Concern and the List of Chemicals for Priority Action. The reasons for removal from the lists can be accessed following the “Substances removed from the List of Substances of Possible Concern” link under the Hazardous Substances section of the OSPAR website. By clicking on each substance name, an evaluation prepared for HSC by the OSPAR Informal Group of DYNAMEC Experts (IGE) comes up.
The fact sheets for the deselected substances have been updated to include information about the reasons for deselection. Following this the fact sheets have been removed from the website and will not be updated any further. They are stored in the database of the OSPAR Secretariat and can be made available upon request to the Secretariat.
