The Commission agreed with the recommendation of TWG that action might usefully be taken by Contracting Parties in the following areas:

-
contacting national medical authorities about the collection of broken mercury thermometers in hospitals and the replacement of such thermometers by electronic thermometers or heat-sensitive instruments based on liquid crystals;

-
gathering further information on the collection and recycling of old batteries; also on the replacement of mercury batteries by air-zinc and silver batteries;

-
the installation of special filters in dental surgeries and clinics to collect the residues of mercury amalgams.

The Commission agreed that Contracting Parties should report back to the Working Group on Mercury Pollution on the action being taken nationally.
